ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION
OF

THE SOUTHERN DISTRICT POLICE-
COMMUNITY RELATIONS COUNCIL CORPORATION
(A corporation without authorized stock)

FIRST:


We, the undersigned, Cleoda Walker, 1102 Cherry Hill Road, Baltimore, Maryland 21225, Dot Davis, 4 East Barney Street, Baltimore, Maryland 21230, Helen King, 1300 West Lombard Street, 1st Floor, Baltimore, Maryland 21223, Linda Hamilton, 1349 Jackson Street, Baltimore, Maryland 21230 and Officer Norita Cohen, 2 Clinton Hill Court, Baltimore, Maryland 21228, being at least eighteen (18) years of age, do hereby form a nonprofit, non-stock corporation. 

SECOND:


The name of this corporation is The Southern District Police-Community Relations Council Corporation. (Hereinafter referred to as the Corporation) The post office address is 10 Cherry Hill Road, Baltimore, Maryland 21225. 

THIRD:


The purposes of the Corporation are exclusively charitable, educational and nonprofit as defined under section 501 (C) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (or any corresponding provisions of any future United States Internal Revenue Law or Regulation there under) (hereinafter collectively referred to as the Internal Revenue Code) as follows:
(A) To create understanding and cooperation between the police and citizens, to provide opportunities for citizens to suggest improvements in Southern District’s police service, to promote increased cooperation between the police, citizens and other agencies, and to assist in crime prevention through distributing information on crime deterrence.

(B) To assist in the prevention of juvenile delinquency by sending under-privileged children to summer camp, and by supporting and providing funds to the Southern District Explorer program (A program run by The Boy Scouts of America) to bridge the communication gap between youths in the community between 14 and  21 years of age and the police department. 
(C) To promote a drug-free environment for our youth by providing anti-drug literature to be handed out to our youth by police in the PATHS program (Police and Teachers Helping Students) during school career days, student police academy classes, student tours of the police station, and at local community festivals. 

(D) To help the less-fortunate of the Southern District community by providing some Christmas joy in well stocked food baskets to needy families at Christmas time, and contributing to the “Shoes for Sure Program” which provides needy children with shoes.  

(E) To provide a monthly newsletter to members of the community, offering crime prevention tips, anti drug, drug hot-line, drug treatment, and drug-free zone information, and sharing information from other city agencies that will benefit our community.
(F) To acquaint citizens with the professional operation of police activities and acquaint officers with the citizens they protect. Also, to consider the ideas of these citizens on police matters, thereby promoting community policing by putting the needs of the community first. 

(G)  To undertake other projects, programs and activities not inconsistent with Section 501 (C) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code and applicable state law, including the making of distributions to organizations that qualify as exempt under section 501 (C) (3) of The Internal Revenue Code, as the need to do so presents itself in the opinion of the Board of Directors. 
FOURTH:


In order to carry out the purposes, the Corporation shall have the following powers within the stated limitations:

(A) To make contributions , loans or grants which are consistent with the purposes of the Corporation:

(B) To make agreements and contacts and incur liabilities:

(C) To do all things necessary or desirable to carry on and accomplish the purposes for which the Corporation is organized as the Directors of the Corporation may from time to time deem appropriate and which are not inconsistent with powers conferred upon a non-stock corporation by the General Laws of the State of Maryland  and the requirements of the Internal Revenue Code:

(D) The Corporation is not organized to declare dividends. No part of the net earnings of the Corporation shall inure to the benefit of nor be distributed to any member, director, officer or other individual, except that the Corporation shall be authorized and empowered to pay reasonable compensation for services actually rendered and to make payments and distributions in furtherance of the purposes herein set forth:

(E) Except as provided, in Sections 501 (H) and 4911 of the Internal Revenue Code, no substantial part of the activities of the Corporation shall be the carrying on of propaganda or otherwise attempting to influence legislation. The Corporation shall not participate in nor intervene in (including the publishing or distribution of statements) any political campaign on behalf of any candidates for public office. Notwithstanding any other provisions, the Corporation shall not carry on any activities not permitted to be carried on:
(1) by a corporation exempt from Federal Income Tax under section 501 (C) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code or

(2)  by a corporation, contributions to which are deductible under section 170 (C) (2) of the Internal Revenue Code.

(F) To accept or acquire by gift, donation, devise, grant, purchase, loan or otherwise, any property.

(G) To the extent the Corporation is deemed to be a private foundation, the Corporation shall not carry on activities prohibited by the Internal Revenue Code for a private foundation to be tax exempt, including the Corporation, shall distribute its income for each tax year at such time and in such manner as not to become subject to the tax on undistributed income imposed by Section 4942 of the Internal Revenue Code: shall not engage in any act of self-dealing as defined in section 4941 (D) of the Internal Revenue Code: shall not retain any excess business holdings as defined in Section 4943 (C) of the Internal Revenue Code: shall not make any investments in such a manner as to subject it to tax under section 4944 of the Internal Revenue Code: and shall not make any taxable expenditures as defined in Section 4945 (D) of the Internal Revenue Code.
FIFTH:


The post office address of the principal office of the Corporation is Southern District Police-Community relations Council Corporation, 10 Cherry Hill Road, Baltimore, Maryland 21225. The name and post office address of the Corporation’s Resident Agent if Officer Norita Cohen, 2 Clinton Hill Court, Baltimore, Maryland 21228. Said resident is a citizen of the State of Maryland and actually resides therein.
SIXTH:


The initial number of Directors of the Corporation shall be five (5), which may be increased or decreased, pursuant to the Bylaws of the Corporation, but shall never be less than three (3). The names of the initial Directors, who shall act until the first annual meeting or until their successors are chosen, are Cleoda Walker, 1002 Cherry Hill Road, Baltimore, Maryland 21225, Helen King, 1300 West Lombard Street, 1st Floor, Baltimore, Maryland 21223, Linda Hamilton, 1349 Jackson Street, Baltimore, Maryland 21230, Dot Davis, 4 East Barney Street, Baltimore, Maryland 21230 and Officer Norita Cohen, 2 Clinton Hill Court, Baltimore, Maryland 21228. Each Director shall have one vote. The board of Directors elected to serving from time to time shall perpetuate itself in accordance with the Bylaws of the Corporation. 

SEVENTH:


The Corporation shall have no capital stock and is not authorized to issue capital stock. The Corporation shall be composed of members. Qualifications for membership in the Corporation shall be defined in the Bylaws, but in no case shall membership to restricted on the basis of race, sex, sexual orientation, religion or national origin. 
EIGHTH:


The duration and existence of the Corporation shall be perpetual.

NINTH:


If the Corporation is dissolved or ended for any reason, the Boards of Directors shall dispose of all of the net assets of the Corporation exclusively to such organization(s) which are organized and operated exclusively for charitable or educational purposes as shall at the time qualify as an exempt organization under Section 501 (C) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code, provided the Corporation, before any such distributions shall first pay all of the liabilities of the Corporation as required by the General Laws of the State of Maryland. Any remaining assets of the Board shall be disposed of by the Court in the jurisdiction in which the principal office of the Corporation is then located, exclusively for such purposes or to such organizations.

TENTH:


The Corporation may indemnify any and all of its current and future Directors, Officers, and agents as provided in the Bylaws of the Corporation.

ELEVENTH:


The Corporation shall adopt Bylaws for the further government of the Corporation.
