Parent, Guardian or Custodian

Police Ordinance Article 19, Subtitle 34, “Minors – Daytime and Nighttime Curfews”

NIGHTIME CURFEW 

It shall be unlawful for the parent of any minor to knowingly permit or, by insufficient control to allow, such minor, minor being any person under the age of 17 years, to remain in or upon any public place or any establishment:

1. Between the hours of 12:00 midnight Friday and 6:00 a.m. Saturday.

2. Between the hours of 12:00 midnight Saturday and 6:00 a.m. Sunday, or

3. between the hours of 11:00 p.m. and 6:00 a.m. of the following day, or any other day of the week.

DAYTIME CURFEW 

It shall be unlawful for the parent of any minor between the ages of 6 to 16 years, inclusive, to knowingly permit or, by insufficient control to allow, such minor to be in or about any public place or any establishment between the hours of 9:00 a.m. and 2:30 p.m. on any day during which the minor is required to be in school.

Police Ordinance Article 19, Subtitle 34-9, “Penalties”

At the time a minor is delivered to a parent or guardian at the home of the minor or at a juvenile holding center for the 1st time, a parent or guardian shall be issued a $50.00 citation. Upon any subsequent conviction, a parent or guardian shall be subject to 1 or more of the following, at the discretion of the court:

1. a fine not to exceed $300.00 and costs;

2. imprisonment for not more than 60 days; or

3. community service in the school from which the child was truant.

Police Ordinance Article 19, Subtitle 34, “Minors – Daytime and Nighttime Curfews”

NIGHTIME CURFEW 

No operator of an establishment or his agents or employees shall knowingly permit any minor to remain upon the premises of said establishment:

1. between the hours of 12:00 midnight Friday and 6:00 a.m. Saturday.

2. between the hours of 12:00 midnight Saturday and 6:00 a.m. Sunday, or

3. between the hours of 11:00 p.m. and 6:00 a.m. of the following day, or any other day of the week.

DAYTIME CURFEW 

No operator of an establishment or his agents or employees shall knowingly permit any minor between the ages of  6 to 16 years, inclusive, to remain upon the premises of said establishment between the hours of 9:00 a.m. and 2:30 p.m. during any school day unless the juvenile has written proof from school authorities excusing them from attendance at that particular time unless accompanied by a parent or a person 21 years of age or older.

Police Ordinance Article 19, Subtitle 34-9, “Penalties”

(b) Operator of establishment

Any operator of an establishment and any agents or employees of any operator who shall violate the provisions of Section 34-6 may be fined not less than $50.00 nor more than $500.00 for each violation, and may be imprisoned for not more than 15 days if the fine is not paid.
