New cabstand on Charles Street will help the tipplers get home safely


Have you ever had just a bit too much to drink in Federal Hill, and wished you could take a cab home at 2 AM? A new cabstand on South Charles Street, across from the entrance to the Cross Street Market (and in front of Dinner at your Door), may make that task easier.


The cabstand, which can accommodate three taxis, will be in use only from 9:00 PM to 3:00 AM on Friday and Saturday nights. It is the brainchild of business owners and Sgt. Anthony Proctor, the community relations officer for the southern district.


“It won’t affect parking in general because it’s only for those (specific) hours,” said Jack Baker, vice-president of the Southern District’s Community Relations Council.
