Meanwhile, Sonny Morstein, president of the SoBo Business Association, welcomed Major Jordan to the February board meeting at Bandaloops.


He was joined at the meeting by Detective Glenn Zinn, Sgt. Anthony Proctor, Jack Baker, and Officer Ken Lipman, who needs no introduction to Federal Hill, having worked here for more than a dozen years.


“One of our real problems in this part of the district are larcenies from automobiles,” Major Jordan said at the meeting. “Tell you customers to protect their valuables. It only takes a minute to break into a car.”


Jack Baker said that the Community Relations Council meets once a month at the Southern District station in Cherry Hill. “We have 60 to 70 people sometimes, and a potluck dinner. Everyone is welcome to attend.”
