photograph approximately 2,100 children in 2006 thanks to corporate sponsorship.
BALTIMORE, April 8, 2006 – When amber alerts are issued, law enforcement agencies spring into action to find missing children. Current photographs and fingerprints are important tools for law enforcement agencies in the search and identification of missing children. 

In 2006, the Baltimore City Police Department’s Southern District will photograph and fingerprint approximately 2,100 children in high risk areas as part of its “Operation Identification” program. This year’s program is being made possible in thanks to a $3,500 donation to the police department by Lyondell Chemical Company.  

“Operation Identification is a program that has been scaled back in recent years as a result of budget constraints,” said Officer Dena Roney, Community Relations Officer, Baltimore City Police Department Southern District. “We’ve had parents asking for our assistance but we haven’t had the resources until now, thanks to Lyondell Chemical Company and their generous donation.”

The funds will be used by the police department to purchase fingerprint kits and film. The police then go to schools, community centers and special events to photograph and fingerprint children for their parents. 

“The parents maintain the photograph and fingerprints of their child for privacy reasons,” said Officer Roney. “However, if a child goes missing, the parent now has something they can provide back to the police department or other law enforcement agency to assist in getting that child recovered and back home quickly and safely.”
